Draft a Learning Agreement
To complete your EU nomination dossier, we ask you to compose a Learning Agreement (LA) or an indication of which courses you would like to take at your most preferred host university. In your Learning Agreement you indicate the courses you will follow at your host institution and match them with the VUB courses you are replacing. 

1.1. Drafting the LA step by step
1.) Check your (provisional) schedule for next year and list the 1st and/or 2nd semester courses you will be replacing, except for courses that cannot be replaced (see below);
2.) Check for possible courses at your host institution that could match (more or less) your VUB courses including a link to the website with a course description;  


1.2. Matching courses 
1.2.1. ECTS
You preferably exchange a minimum of 21 ECTS if possible. You are allowed a maximum deviation of 2 ECTS. 
For example: if you replace VUB courses for a total of 30 ECTS, you must select courses at your host institution for a minimum of 28 ECTS. You may however enroll for more ECTS (for instance 33 ECTS or up) than you would be exchanging at VUB.  

For non-EU destinations, your host university might use a different credit system. You will find a table with credit conversion for non-EU destination on the exchange website. 




1.2.2. Course content
For thematic courses, the content and level of the courses at your host institution should be more or less in line with your program or your orientation at VUB, but they do not need to match completely. You cannot select bachelor year 1 courses at the host institution.

For methodology courses, you can only take advanced bachelor or master level methodology courses at your host institution because the content and level need to match more closely with the VUB courses.
